This unit provides shower and hygiene
services to homeless individuals
throughout the community. Volunteers
are invited to help us check in guests,
and clean shower stalls between users
to ensure a safe, sanitary shower
environment..  

EMERGENCY SHELTERS
These life saving low barrier shelters are
routinely opened between November-
March when temperatures drop below
32 degrees. Volunteers are encouraged
to sign up for these opportunities on
freezing cold nights to get people in out
of the cold, orientate guests to the
shelter, serve snacks, and conduct
regular cleaning throughout the facility.
